4. Read Romans 1:1-7. As Paul opens his letter to the church in Rome, 
he describes his calling.

• Notice that it’s not just Paul who is “called” in this passage. 
Who else is called?

• Which aspects of God’s call from the weekend message do 
you see in this passage?

• What do you think it means to be “called to belong to Jesus 
Christ” (verse 6)?

5. This weekend, Pastor Ron shared several “somethings” God may 
be calling you to, as God’s call is specific. What specific thing(s) do 
you feel God might be calling you to right now?
